Math
Focus: Students use multiplicative comparison 
problems to convert units of measure within a 
given system from larger to smaller units. 

Example: Diego saw a snake that is 9 inches 
long at the pet store. The world’s longest snake, 
a python, is 10 yards long. How many times 
longer is the python than the snake Diego 
saw? Explain or show your reasoning.

Answer: There are 3 feet in 1 yard, so 10 yards is 
30 feet. There are 12 inches in 1 foot, so that;s 
30 X 12 = 360 inches. 4X9 = 36, 40X9 = 360. The 
python is 40 times as long as the snake Diego 
saw.

Language Arts
Focus: 
We are currently studying why it is important to 
understand all sides of a story.  

Example: 
Students are reading a collection of rich 
literature from diverse perspectives about the 
American Revolution to engage and 
challenge them. Ultimately, they will write an 
opinion essay to explain their views on whether 
the patriots were justified in fighting for 
independence from Britain.
